It is that time of year again where we ask our amazing volunteers for help in running our Bathurst
Eisteddfod. Our Eisteddfod will run from Saturday 19th August until Wednesday 6th September 2023. We
have a wonderful amount of entries this year so the days will be jam-packed with events which can only run
successfully with the help of our many volunteers – and that’s where YOU come in.

ALL volunteers need to have a current Working With Children check. If you don’t already have one, you can
get a form at the Post Office or follow this link. https://wwccheck.ccyp.nsw.gov.au/Applicants/Appliction. If
you could do this as soon as possible that would be great as it can sometimes take a few weeks for your
number to come in. Please put your Number, the Expiry Date and your Birth Date on the Volunteer Form
attached or let me know you have requested one.

Below is a quick explanation of some of the roles on the Volunteer form. A more thorough description is
also available on request plus it will be there to view at the sign in area once the Eisteddfod has begun.

Duties for the 2023 Bathurst Eisteddfod may include:

• Door Person – Checking wrist bands/season passes, opening/closing doors, helping run results from the

adjudicators table to office when needed. We often have junior volunteers to help with this as well.

• Announcer - Using the microphone side-stage, plus recording times on results sheet and altering computer

screen with section and competitor number for the audience.

• Copies (Music ONLY) – collecting music and recording names of pieces being played to give to announcer.

• Office - Recording results, helping with certificates, prizes, etc.

• Backstage - Helping the announcer, marking off performers names in each section plus assisting with

props etc. when needed, helping run improvisations.

• Music (DANCE) - playing the music for each competitor from downloaded music on the Laptop provided.

• Ticket sales – Weekends only using the Square system.

• Theatre lights - Simple up/down switch at the end of each section.

• Adjudicator Assistant - NO scribing. Organising report sheets and music or poems ready for the

Adjudicator to use for each competitor, plus recording place results to send up to the office.

• Adjudicator Scribe (Dance Only) – Writing reports for the adjudicator as they watch the competitors

dance, plus recording place results to send up to the office.
